If your tuition is not received by the end of the current month, we reserve the right to assess a late fee of $9 to your child’s balance. You are expected to communicate with Clinene if your financial circumstances change and you are unable to make payment on time.  If your payment continues to be delinquent and we have not received written notification of your circumstances, your child will be unable to attend until the balance has been paid, or payment arrangements have been made.

If a check is returned to us for non-sufficient funds, you will be assessed a $9 processing fee.

The preschool board has final approval on financial decisions.  If you have a special need or circumstance, speak with Clinene Coldwater.  She will set up a time for you to meet with the board to discuss your circumstances and come up with a solution to help you and your child.

Classes fill up quickly, so please register as soon as possible. If we reach the maximum number of students on a day you are requesting, another day will need to be chosen for your student to attend.

If you choose to withdraw your student at any time throughout the year, we require at least two weeks’ written notice.  Without timely notification, tuition will not be refunded.

TUITION

If your payment continues to be delinquent and we have not received written notification of your circumstances, your child will be unable to attend until the balance has been paid, or payment arrangements have been made.

SCHOOL HOURS / ATTENDANCE

A.M. Classes (Monday – Thursday) – 9:00am – 11:30am

P.M. Classes (Monday - Thursday) – 12:00pm – 2:30pm

Regular class attendance is important for learning and therefore students are expected to arrive on time.  

Children may arrive no more than 5 minutes before the start of class.  It is also very important that your child be met promptly at dismissal time.  Sometimes your child may not be ready to leave at that time and may need your assistance.  Before and after class is a time of preparation for the teacher so it is necessary that you adhere to these time frames. If you are 15 minutes late after dismissal time you will be assessed a $10.00 fee on your child’s tuition account.  An additional fee of $5.00 for every 5 minutes thereafter will be assessed to your child’s tuition account.  If you have a special need on a particular day, please talk with the teacher in advance. 

You may enter the preschool through the east entrance (on the large parking lot side of the building)

You may choose the number of days your child comes to preschool.  Prices go according to the number of sessions your child is enrolled for.  

ABOUT THE TEACHERS

CLINENE COLDWATER

Clinene is a mother of 3 and a grandmother of 5.  Spending time with her family is her favorite pastime. She has been in childcare/education since 1983. For many years she had a daycare that operated from her house. Missing the daily involvement with children, she decided to come out of retirement and has spent the last several years working at North Addison Preschool. She enjoys enriching young minds with shapes and colors, as well as number and letter recognition. She loves engaging with these young minds and is excited to continue working with children to advance their knowledge both academically and spiritually.
JULIE PETERS
Julie taught children in a Day Care at her Dad’s church in Chicago from seventh grade to her senior year in H.S. Her Mom taught her and inspired her early on to teach children. Julie graduated from Baylor University in 1984 with a Bachelor of Science degree in Elementary Education with a Kindergarten Endorsement. She also received her Masters of Arts in Religious Education with a Childhood Education Concentration from Southwestern S. Baptist Theological Seminary. She taught children in the public schools for four years and Kindergarten at the International Christian School in Hong Kong for two years. She served as an Associate Preschool Minister at Prestonwood Baptist Church in Dallas, Texas for two years and as Minister of Children at another church in Texas. 
Julie loves teaching the preschoolers about Jesus’ great love for them and preparing them for Kindergarten by teaching reading readiness skills, math, music, social and emotional skills. She also values nurturing positive relationships with the parents.
SECURITY SYSTEM

To protect our children, staff and church belongings we have a key pad to help screen those entering the church building.  Each family is assigned a code to be able to enter the building during preschool hours.  When you arrive you will enter your code into the pad, which will unlock the door.  The door will automatically lock behind you. It is ok to let the door slam behind you. When leaving the lock will release when you push the handle down.  Your code is not to be shared, even with your child.  If someone other than you will be picking up your child, they will need to ring the doorbell and be allowed into the building. We cannot stress this enough, do not share your code with your child. In the event that your child has been allowed to learn and / or enter the code, your code will be deactivated and you will be assigned a new code.
BACKGROUND CHECKS

Parents desiring to assist in the classroom, with programs, or field trips are required to fill out a background check form. Everyone who works or volunteers with North Addison Baptist Church is required to have a background check before working and/or volunteering.
CURRICULUM

North Addison Christian Preschool teaches Bible stories, prayer and other elements of a Christian lifestyle; however we do not cover doctrinally controversial topics.  Our curriculum includes a broad range of developmentally appropriate activities for its preschool age children.  At all ages, the curriculum is presented from a Christian point of view.

SCHOOL ADMISSION POLICY

We prefer a child be 3 years old before starting preschool. We are aware of special circumstances and will consider a younger child, with teacher approval. All children must be fully toilet trained before beginning school. North Addison Christian Preschool admits students of any sex, race, color, national and ethnic origin to all school programs and activities.  Children need to have current immunization record, including the Hepatitis B Series or Certificate of Exemption signed by their Doctor.  
We will follow the Public Schools Policy if there is an outbreak.

SCHOOL CLOSING POLICY

During bad weather, North Addison Christian Preschool will not hold classes when Spokane Public Schools are closed.  Local radio and television stations share news from Spokane Public Schools on school closures.  We follow the same schedule as Spokane Public Schools for holidays and closures.  There is a copy of the schools schedule in this pamphlet. In the event a late start in Spokane Public Schools we will maintain our regular schedule.
CHILDCARE INFORMATION

If you use childcare daily, please keep us informed with the person’s name, address, and phone number.  If problems arise, we may need to contact them.  If you are in a situation where someone not on your list has to pick up your child, please contact the office.  The individual will need to show picture id. The name on the id will need to match the name given on the phone. 

DISCIPLINE

   At North Addison Christian Preschool we use the “thinking” chair to implement our disciplinary policy.  The reasons for using the “thinking” chair include the following:

1.  Inappropriate running in the classroom.

2.  Hitting, kicking, biting or injuring another child.

3.  Taking a toy away from another child repeatedly (this is not used unless it becomes habitual).

4.  Directly disobeying the teacher or teacher assistant

5.  Spitting.

6.  Throwing objects in the classroom, which are not meant to be thrown.

   Children will not remain in thinking time for longer than 5 minutes.  At the end of the thinking time, the teacher will discuss the broken rule with the child again, and the child will be allowed to enter the activity again.
   Discipline for hitting or similar action may be handled in the following manner:

1.  First, the teacher will talk to the child and explain the rule of no hitting and why we have the rule.  The child will then be requested to tell the other child that he is sorry.  Thinking time is used only when warnings are ignored.

2. On the second offense, the child is removed from the situation and asked to sit in the thinking chair.
3.  If the behavior continues, the child will be taken to the church office.  The church secretary fills the role of “principal” for the preschool.  They are placed in a time-out and she takes time to discuss why they were removed from class and prepares them to return and correct their behavior.
4.  If the above process does not deter the child from further unnecessary behavior, and doing so is disrupting the learning process of all other children in the class, the child’s parent will be called to come and remove this child from the class.  At this time the teacher and parents will set up a conference time so that they can decide upon proper action to be taken.  This is rare; most of the time this does not become a serious matter.  
CLOTHING

Clothing should fit the weather, and give freedom for play.  Please keep in mind that the children may be working with messy art supplies.  Please have your child wear properly fitting shoes.  Sandals and flip-flops often make it difficult for outside activities and are not encouraged.  We would like a set of emergency clothes to be kept in your child’s cubby, just in case they are needed.

BIRTHDAY / PARTIES
Children who have birthdays during the school year will be remembered as near to the actual date as possible.  Children whose birthdays are in the summer months will be remembered throughout the year.  North Addison Christian Preschool will also celebrate selected holidays with parties. Harvest, Thanksgiving, Christmas, Valentine’s Day, and Easter will be remembered with parties.

CONFERENCES

We will schedule conferences during the year.  Parents can schedule an appointment to discuss their child’s progress at any time.

We do take pictures of the children during the year to share in our preschool area.  

DAILY SNACKS

Each child’s parent is responsible to bring a pre-packaged snack. Please send a package of napkins, tissue or small paper cups. We will serve snack with water unless juice is available.
ILLNESS / DISEASE

We are required by the state of Washington to have a record of your child immunizations.  Please bring their vaccination records on the first day of school.  We will copy them and return the original.  Your child’s health is a major concern to us.  We must make every effort to protect the health and safety of all students at North Addison Christian Preschool.  It is very important we have the cooperation of parents in watching their children for signs of illness or disease.  Please DO NOT send your child to school with symptoms of fever, vomiting, diarrhea, or head lice. Please use good judgment when deciding if your child is well enough to attend school. Children too ill to participate in the day’s activities will be sent home.  

With some communicable diseases, we will require proof of treatment prior to the child’s return to school.

If a child contracts head lice, we will notify the parents immediately to arrange for dismissal of the child until the problem has been fully treated.  Likewise, we will need to be notified if you discover that your child has head lice.  Your child must be nit free before returning to class.

If a child requires medication during the school hours, we will need a doctor’s permission to administer it to your child.
